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Background, rationale and objectives
Researchers working in academia that follow a “traditional” progression path will encounter, at some point in their career, the need to teach their expertise in a higher education system. This step is often a milestone to secure a permanent position both in Spain and in other countries such as the UK. To meet the level of experience in teaching may be one of the eligibility criteria for certain positions and this is becoming a crucial requirement to progress in the Spanish academic system. The Society of Spanish Researchers in the UK has identified a gap in the professional development programmes offered to members and has designed a series of webinars to explore the different aspects of teaching in higher education from a research context. The programme has been designed and will be delivered by experts in learning and teaching, and career services. The programme has the following OBJECTIVES: 
· Help participants understand the British and Spanish systems of higher education teaching 
· Explain steps they might take towards obtaining the required qualifications and/or accreditation in the UK and Spain
· Encourage reflection on whether this is a field that they would like to explore as researchers and how to approach initial teaching sessions. 
· Provide guidance and ideas towards the development of job and fellowship applications.

The course will therefore consist of the following sessions:

· 1st Webinar: “The British system for higher education teaching”.

Date. 9th November, 1 p.m GMT

During this webinar, Rachel will cover the HE teaching qualifications and accreditation in the UK at national and local (university) levels. Darcey will cover different job titles (i.e. Teaching Fellow, Teaching-focused lecturer, University Teacher, etc.) and how progression routes based on teaching as well as research are developing. 
· 2nd Webinar: “The Spanish system for higher education teaching”.

Date. 14th December, 1 p.m GMT. This webinar will be in Spanish
During this webinar, experts from the University of Leon will explain the qualifications, accreditation (e.g. ANECA) and experience needed to obtain a position of lecturer in Spain, both at a national, regional (autonomy) and local (university) level. We will also learn how this is implemented in practise with the presentation of a research fellow with shared teaching responsibilities. 
· 3rd Webinar: “8 questions to make you a pedagogical pro”
Delivered by Darcey Gillie (Career Adviser for Researchers, The University of Sheffield). 

Date. 11th January, 1 p.m GMT

This webinar will be focused on large-group teaching and will be help on the reflexion of how to design your first lectures. This webinar will be really helpful for researchers that either want to know how to face the preparation of their first teaching material or researchers with teaching experience that need to start teaching new modules.    
· 4th Webinar: “One-to-One and small group teaching”

This webinar will cover different approaches to individual teaching. Participants will gain knowledge for the supervision of students in the lab, or in seminars and tutorials, for example. 
· 5th Webinar: “On reflection: personal path towards teaching as a researcher”

This webinar will be designed depending on the needs of participants and will offer troubleshooting, guidance towards implementing the learnt concepts into a job application and will reflect further on a teaching career in higher education.

The programme is open for all and registration to individual webinars is permitted. Spanish researchers both in the UK and in other countries are encourage to enrol. The programme is free for SRUK regular and associate members. The webinars will be hosted in GoToWebinar (registration links will be provided in due course). The duration of the webinars will be of no longer than one hour. They will be held at 1 p.m GMT the second Friday of the month, from November to March. Webinars will be video recorded so registered participants will be able to access the webinar in case that they cannot join the live session or they register once the webinar has taken place.
